PHARMACY TASK FORCE INITIATIVES 
The Coalition’s Pharmacy Task Force is currently 
embarking upon three important projects to improve 
the health, quality, and cost effectiveness of the 
health care system in our community—the Take One 
Dose Optimization Campaign, the Cold Pack 
Campaign, and the Generic Drug Cost Comparison 
Project (GDCCP), which Blue Cross Blue Shield of 
Michigan campaign supported by the Pharmacy Task 
Force.   
 
“Take One” is a community wide education program 
to increase the appropriate dosing of drugs 
(prescribing a once daily prescription when 
appropriate); the Cold Pack Campaign will provide 
local physicians with thousands of “cold packs” (a 
packet of cold remedies—tissues, cough drops, etc.)   
to be given to patients to minimize unnecessary 
antibiotic prescriptions; and the GDCCP which 
involves disseminating information that outlines the 
cost-effectiveness of prescribing generic drugs when 
medically appropriate.  
 
All three projects are collaborative efforts between 
the health, provider, purchaser, business, and 
consumer sectors.
